WENTWORTH will once more host
a stage finish for the Tour of the
Murray River -- Australia’s premier
domestic road cycling classic.

In 2007 the tour will become an
eight-day event and expand into three
States. In terms of days, the tour will
be Australia’s longest cycling event.
The race, which has a $400,000
budget, will start in Echuca on
Sunday, August 26, and end in
Waikerie on Sunday, September 2.

A stage of the tour will end in
Wentworthon Wednesday,August29.
The Tour of the Murray River was

first held as a three-day event in

1996. It was known as the Tour
of Sunraysia. It was expanded
into a four-day tour in 2002,

five days in 2005 with a name
change, and six days in 2006.
The tour is now universally regarded
as Australia’s most important and
competitive domestic cycling race,
attracting larger fields each year.

It is regarded as a breeding
ground for future Australian
international team members, and
a vital lead-up event for Olympic
and Commonwealth Games.

Police seek
resident help
to fight crime

THE Police are calling on the
community for more help to combat
crime.

To make it easier for residents to
take an active role in policing their
communities, the police have issued
the following guidelines for contacting
police, clarifying the phone numbers
needed to make a report.

* 000 For All Emergencies - 24
hours a day. 000 can connect you to
Police, Fire or Ambulance, depending
on your situation. Only dial this
number if you want to report a crime
in progress or it is a life-threatening
situation.

* The local Police Station Dareton
5027 7599. You can call Dareton
Police Station to report non-urgent
crimes or to make general enquires.

* 131 444 Police Assistance Line
(PAL) - 24 hours a day. You can call
PAL to report minor crimes that have
already been committed (crimes that
are not in progress) and that do not
involve traumatised victims or require
urgent police attention or attendance.

* 1800 333 000 Crime Stoppers.
Monday to Friday, 7am to 1lpm,
weekends 8am to 8pm. If you have
information about a crime or criminal
behaviour, then call Crime Stoppers
on this toll free number.

Crime Stoppers uses information
that members of the public provide to
solve crimes and catch offenders.

Tour  director John Craven
said the 2007 race would cover
750 kilometres and would be
worth $40,000 in prize money.
This year there will be 13
stages and supported by eight
municipalities including Wentworth
and also Campaspe, Murray,
Gannawarra, Balranald, Mildura,
Yarriambiack and Loxton-Waikerie.
“This is a wunique concept in
Australian sport,” Craven said. “It
is more than just a bike race — it is
a community event bringing major
sport to rural communities.”

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Wentworth history book
marks 50th year in print

WENTWORTH’S history book is
celebrating its 50™ year in publication,
achieving a relatively rare distinction for
a local history book of being continuously
published for half a century.

First produced in 1957,
the book has appeared in
nine editions and three
titles.

The first 80-page edition
titled “This is Wentworth’
changed to the 120-page
100 Years of Wentworth’
in 1959, followed by

the current title ‘The
Historic  Town  of
Wentworth’. Research

for the first book -
funded by Wentworth
Shire Council - was
begun by David Tulloch and
Allan Sawyer, both of Coomealla and both
journalists with Sunraysia Daily. However,
Mr Sawyer died before the first book was

published.

David Tulloch completed the research,
also authoring subsequent, enlarged
editions.

Mr Tulloch had attended school in
Wentworth - including in old Wentworth

Gaol when it was used for classes - and also
worked in his parent’s Wentworth grocery
store before joining Sunraysia Daily.

He received the Medal of the Order of
Australia earlier this year for, among other
recognitions, services to

publishing.

Mr Tulloch said it
was pleasing that the
book was so enduring,
was often cited in
historical research,
and continued to be an

authoritative  reference
work.

Wentworth and District
Historical Society

president, Jenny McLeod,
said books like ‘The Historic
Town of Wentworth’ were an
invaluable reference source.

“Without books like this,
much of our history has the potential to be
lost,” she said.

The book is currently distributed by
the Shire and is available for sale at our
Adelaide Street offices or the Wentworth
Visitor Information Centre in Darling
Street, opposite the Wentworth Services
Sporting Club, for just $4.

AS part of an increased focus on
consultation by the Wentworth Shire
Council the general manager and his
management team visited the Shire’s
northern most village, Pooncarie,
earlier this month.

General  Manager, Peter
Kozlowski, said that it was important
for managers to get out and about
and see the issues first hand.

“Whilst the Shire is one of the
biggest in the State, every effort will

be made to visit different locations
during coming months,” he said.

A small but enthusiastic group
of residents met with the team and
discussed a broad range of issues.

“There were a number of concerns
that needed to be clarified and a
number of issues that required
follow up,” Mr Kozlowski said.

“It is always better to deal with
people face to face and where possible
we will pursue that approach.”

No development of former school site likely

REDEVELOPMENT of the former site of
Wentworth’s St Francis Xavier school is
not likely for another two or three years.

Councillors were told at their
latest meeting that talks with school
representatives was arranged before the
closure of the school late last year and
Council had been advised that no action
was to be taken for approximately 2-3

years.

The matter came to the fore when
Cr Warren Ward suggested the school
site was a prime site for development
and subdividing the land would be of
great benefit considering the shortage
of suitable residential blocks within the
protective Wentworth township levee
bank.

The Director Infrastructure & Assets
provided an interim report on the
management and maintenance of public
halls throughout the Shire.
