NEW MEDICAL CLINIC ON TRACK

Wentworth Shire Council and Wentworth Community
Bank have provided funding of up to $170,000 to establish
a medical clinic in Wentworth in support of a proposal by

the Coomealla Health Aboriginal Corporation.

The medical clinic is set to open two days a week from
the end of August with the potential to increase hours in
line with patient demand.

Services available to all the community

Initially it is proposed that the clinic will open for two days
per week with a view of operating Monday to Friday as
patient demand increases.

Due to open in late August, feedback from the community
has been extremely positive. We look forward to working
closely with CHAC in bringing the doctors back to
Wentworth.
